1. Look at  http://www.forhonor.com/links.html  to see what these 2 Infinity Authors pages you will be adding look like. (By following the steps below, you will be able to easily download the 2 pages and the pictures of the authors and the pictures of their book covers. Then you can easily add them to your website.)

2. Download Infinity Author Files. Go to http://www.forhonor.com/downloads.html.

Scroll to the very bottom of the page and click the link:   “Download file of Infinity authors book covers and author pictures ->>>”  This will be a zip file on your computer.

Also click the link: “Download the instructions for adding the 2 Infinity Authors pages to your website ->>>” 

Your PC may give you a choice on where to save the downloads, or it may automatically save them somewhere. 

3. Read Instructions. Find where it saved the downloaded “InfinityAuthors” folder and the site instructions.doc. Open the file site instructions.doc. Follow the steps below.

 (When you extract the files and folders from the ZIP archive on Windows, an extra folder named "__MACOSX" appears. This folder is hidden on the Mac OS. Windows users can simply put it in the trash.)

3A. Optional. You can take a quick look at these pages to assure yourself that all is ok.  Open the InfinityAuthors folder from where ever it was downloaded to your PC. Double click the first html file, and your PC will open a browser and will display the web page. Or, you can open Internet Explorer. Then, click    file   open file     and navigate to the location of the infinityauthors.html file and open it. 

4. Copy downloaded files to your computer’s website. Find your website on your computer with your normal file browsing. Copy the folder named “imagessite” from the downloaded zip file. (Note it has two s in the name.) Paste it on your computer anywhere under (within) the highest level name of your website. This could be the same level where all your web pages exist.

Also copy the files “infinityauthors.html” and “infinityauthors2.html” to this same level as the “imagessite” folder. That’s the only trick. The two html files and the images folder all have to be at the same level in your site hierarchy.

(This imagessite folder contains all the author book covers and author pictures. The relative names in the path to get to each picture are the same relative names that I have programmed in the two web pages I have also sent you. All images are sized for the web at 72 resolution and all are about 2 inches tall, plus or minus a small amount.

If you want to later add more author pictures, just put them within this imagessite folder.)

5. Upload files to the Internet website. Now use FTP software, or whatever software you usually use, and upload the imagessite folder to your website on the Internet. 

Then upload the infinityauthors.html and the infinityauthors2.html pages to your website on the Internet. Do these the same way you upload any other web page. 

6. Look at pages on the web. Open Internet explorer, or firefox, or some other browser on the web. Type in the website address:

http://www.forhonor.com/infinityauthors.html  (You must use your website name where I have typed my website “forhonor.com” here.

Press enter.

You will see the first web page that I have sent you.

Below, you will need to personalize these pages for your website.

7. Make menu links from your home page to the author pages. On your home page menu or where you think it is best, add a menu link with the text “browse more books” or “books by Infinity authors” or some other text that you like that you think people will understand. You need to link this menu text to the web page “infinityauthors.html.”

On the web pages infinityauthors.html and infinityauthors2.html, you need to put text to get the user back to your home page. Link the text to webpage    index.html    or whatever name you used for your home page.

7B. Optional changes to the HTML pages. You probably want YOUR books to appear at the top of the page. If you are able to change HTML pages, you can easily switch places for the text and images for my books and for your books so your books will be at the top and mine will be lower in the list. Your designer can easily do this also. Just decide if you want to do this change or not. Note: I have the book cover, and the author picture linked to your website also so someone can click the pictures and go to your website. Be sure this link copies when you switch the books. Or, you can easily program the link again. 

7C. If you want to add your header to the two html pages, you can do so. You can make any other changes to the pages.

Upload these changes to the web.
8. Once the user gets to the first infinityauthors.html page, I have a link that they can click to get to the infinityauthors2.html page.

Thanks for adding the Infinity authors’ books to your site.
